EXPLANATORY NOTE

The Prayer Vigil takes place ahead of the vote in the House of Commons on equal
protection for children from assault, and is intended as an expression of respect for
children and of solidarity and support for law reform.

The young people taking part in the service represent the views of a growing
movement of children who want the law to be modernised to put an end to the social
and legal acceptance of corporal punishment.

The Report of the United Nations Secretary-General’s Study on Violence against
Children calls for all countries to prohibit violent and humiliating punishment of
children, including corporal punishment, by 2009:

“The Study should mark a turning point — an end to adult justification of violence
against children, whether accepted as ‘tradition’ or disguised as “discipline’. There
can be no compromise in challenging violence against children.”

God of justice, we pray for strength of purpose to work in solidarity towards
eliminating all forms of violence against children, including corporal punishment.
Give us insights to read and interpret our religious texts to promote non-violence and
peace.

God of justice: hear our prayer.

God of peace we pray that adults will create environments where children and young
people are partners with adults in speaking out, resolving conflict, and creating peace.
God of peace: hear our prayer.

As our Saviour Christ has commanded and taught us, we are confident to pray:
